 Behavioral Referral Forms (B.R.F.) Policy

Behavioral Referral Forms (B.R.F.) will be given to any student who behaves in a way that is not appropriate for the classroom, hallway, or school grounds. All students are expected to behave in a respectful, mature manner and by the sixth grade students are well aware of what behavior is and is not appropriate for school. Therefore, there will be consequences for those students who cannot behave themselves in a suitable manner.


B.R.F. will be issued for various reasons, for example, any disruptive or disrespectful behavior in class including, but not limited to, talking, disrespecting classmates or school staff, destroying school or other classmate’s property, taking another’s property, eating in class without permission, or any other behavior that is deemed disruptive or disrespectful.


B.R.F. will also be issued for any disruptive or disrespectful behavior that occurs within the hallways, for example, talking while going to another class, tripping other students, jumping, touching another’s locker (including opening or closing the door, taking any item out or putting any item in another’s locker), or any other behavior that is deemed disruptive or disrespectful.


B.R.F. will also be issued for any disruptive or disrespectful behavior that occurs during recess, lunch, or field trips.

Behavioral Referral Form (B.R.F.) Penalties:

· First Offense: Verbal Warning
· Second Offense: Behavioral Referral Form(B.R.F.) sent home

· Third Offense: B.R.F, Lunch Detention
· Fourth Offense: B.R.F., Lunch Detention,After-school Detention, Conference with Parents

· Fifth Offense: B.R.F., Lunch Detention, After-school Detention, One day In-School Suspension*

· Sixth Offense: B.R.F., Lunch Detention, After-school Detention, Two day In-School Suspension*

· Seventh Offense: B.R.F., Lunch Detention, After-school Detention, Three day In-School Suspension*

*Any student who receives an in-school suspension will not be allowed to participate in any Wyneken related extra-curricular activities on the day of their in-school suspension. These include any musical group or athletic team.
After-school detentions will be a half an hour in length and served in the seventh grade room at Mrs. Franz’s convenience.
 Late Assignment Policy

Assignments should be turned in at the beginning of class. There will only be exceptions for extenuating circumstances.  Computer or printer problems are not extenuating circumstances; the students will have ample time to complete assignments.  Waiting until the last minute and then having computer issues will not be excused. Any assignment that is not turned in at the beginning of class will be counted late and charged a 10% late homework fee.  Each day the assignment is not turned in equals another 10% taken from the final grade.  If the assignment is 10 or more days late, a zero will be given to that assignment.  After the first late assignment each quarter, there will be added consequences.  These will include lunch detentions, after-school detentions, in-school suspensions, and conferences scheduled with the student’s parents if the problem continues.  

If a student receives a lunch detention he or she will go to the cafeteria and promptly receive his or her lunch. The student will sit where told. There will be no second servings on lunch for a student when he or she has a lunch detention.  The student is allowed only to sit and eat during a lunch detention.  This means that the student with a lunch detention may not read, listen to music, talk with others, or play games while eating lunch.  If the student is extremely behind in school work, exceptions will be made. Mrs. Franz will choose the day for the student to serve his or her lunch detention.

After-school detentions will be a half an hour in length and served in the seventh grade room at Mrs. Franz’s convenience.

Late Assignment Penalties: **These Offenses reset every quarter
First Offense: Verbal Warning
Second Offense: Homework Referral

Third Offense: Homework Referral, Lunch Detention

Fourth Offense: Homework Referral, Lunch Detention, After-school Detention, Conference with Parents

Fifth Offense: Homework Referral, Lunch Detention, After-school Detention, One day In-School Suspension*

**After the fifth offense each late assignment will be given an automatic zero**

*Any student who receives an in-school suspension will not be allowed to participate in any Wyneken related extra-curricular activities on the day of their in-school suspension. These include any musical group or athletic team.

Behavioral and Homework Referrals will have to be signed by the student and a parent and turned in with the missing/late homework before the assignment will be graded.
